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Submission Guidelines for

In order to make editing a less onerous task, we
will periodically run these official Submission
Guidelines. We must ask you to follow them as
the scheduling for keyboarding, editing,
proofing, doing layout, graphics, production
and printing is very tight. If materials are
submitted without regard for these standards,
they will be returned to the author for revision. It
is not possible for the editors to do secretarial
work for the authors.

1. DEADLINE

The deadline for submissions is strictly
enforced. It is the first Tuesday of each month
before the month of publication. It is better to
send itin early for better presentation, graphics
and layout.

2. IDENTIFICATION

Include your full name and phone number on
the submitted work itself, and where possible
include your email address. If you don!t want
these printed, say so, but we need them. State
the issue you are submitting it for, and state the
group or committee for whom the piece is
created.

3.LEGIBILITY

Send each submission separately, fully
identified as above. Do not format: Do not hit
&nter! except to indicate the end of a
paragraph. Use caps only where indicated: do
not SHOUT. Hard copies should be on letter-
size paper, double-spaced, one-sided.

If you have absolutely no means of
keyboarding, you may use hand-printing as
above. Scriptis not acceptable.

4. ACCURACY

Check your facts! Check the spelling of proper
names and titles, and the accuracy of phone
numbers and numeric data. Be clear about the
use of quotations etc. and indicate the use of
diacritical marks

5. DELIVERY OPTIONS

Email is preferred. Using copy-and-paste into
the body of the letter is often more reliable than
using attachments, which sometime will not
open. Please do not use .pdf!s as they cannot
be edited.
