Including salaries, RE budgets comprise about 10% of our
churcHs annual budget. RE programmes are used by about
30 - 40% of the congregation. This includes ARE, CRE,
OWL and YRE as well as reaching into the surrounding
community. We presently operate with one full-time position
less than the UUB recommended staffing for a church our
size with a lifespan programme. According to UUA
recommendations, we are not at present operating at levels
that encourage growth as a church, and we are effectively
staffed to decline in membership.
In the fall of 2009 we will begin a process to re-vision our
Religious Education programme; deciding on priorities,
goals and spiritual identity as a church. | encourage you to
